Food Allergies   
Where food allergies exist, your children, I am sure, have been carefully instructed regarding sharing 
of food, etc.  If you plan to send food for class consumption, it is important that you check with the 
teacher to ensure there is no allergy to any of the foodõs contents.  While there is no nut ban, there 
are still some students who have nut allergies.  Teachers will be in touch with you if your student 
is in a class that needs to be careful about bringing food for class consumption.  Impress on your 
children that medication ñ including puffers ñ must NOT be shared.

You will be able to purchase either a 6ó sub or a 12ó sub of your choice (as well 
as the toppings of your choice) and a cookie.  6ó for $5.50 and 12ó for 
$8.75.  New this year, you can choose a 6ó gluten free sub for $1.00 ex-
tra.  As in previous years, proceeds from this fundraiser go towards ex-
penses for school events like the Terry Fox Run in September, Club 100 
Picnic and Bike Roadeo in May, and Fun Field day in June, etc. 

Pizza Lunch Fundraiser 
At PCA, we have a pizza lunch day fundraiser each month.    It is on the 
second Thursday of every month and the first one will be on Septem-
ber 13th. Pizzas must be purchased through School Cash Online. See 
page 7 explaining what School Cash Online is.  You will be able to pur-
chase a slice of pizza for $3 or a slice of pizza and drink for $4, or a 
slice of pizza and drink and veggies for $5.  Like last year, proceeds 
from this fundraiser will go towards our sponsor kids and missionary
